Dr. The Hon. Denzil Douglas, Prime Minister of St. Kitts and Nevis 
 
Mrs. Gill Ball began her professional career as a qualified member of ACCA in 1983, working in 
Local Government.

In addition, she is Deputy Chairman of an insurance mutual, UMAL, which 
provides insurance cover for around one-third of the higher education institutions in the UK. She is 
also the independent member of the Audit Committee of the Economic and Social Research 
Council and a governor of the King Edward Foundation, two independent secondary schools and a 
grammar school. Gill is the incoming President of ACCA. She chairs the ACCA UK Committee 
and the Governance Committee of ACCA. 

 
Mr. Vindel Kerr is founder and CEO of Gov Strat Ltd, a management and agricultural and 
consulting and executive training outfit focusing on corporate governance, strategic planning, 
enterprise risk management, performance management and corporate reputation management.
